MISSION STATEMENT
My goal is to instill in my students, at an early age, an appreciation of the art plus an awareness of the discipline it demands. As my students progress from level to level, greater achievement can be witnessed and attention spans lengthen. My dancers gain an appreciation of what their bodies can do and an overall positive attitude about themselves, which is so very important to children. 

My specialty is the development of the dancer/tumbler, age four to fourteen.

A nurturing, positive, and loving atmosphere is what I strive for in my classroom.

THE PROGRAM
The Wilson’s Dance & Tumbling program for the beginner dancer 4 to 6 years of age, a combination class of BALLET, TAP, and TUMBLING is offered. The ballet portion of the program is designed to develop poise, discipline, flexibility, and stamina. Tap enhances timing and rhythm and the tumbling portion of the program builds muscle strength, control, and agility. 

For the beginner/intermediate dancer, 6 & ½ to 8 years of age, a combination class of JAZZ, TAP, and TUMBLING is offered.

For the more experienced 8 and up age group, a combination class of JAZZ, TAP, and TUMBLING is offered.

A class of technique, high energy, body conditioning, and fun!

These classes are designed to develop the dancer’s awareness of the importance of proper physical conditioning, coordination, music appreciation, and performance.

Lauri Wilson, owner and artistic director of Wilson’s Dance & Tumbling will instruct all lessons at the Brushy Lake Fitness Center.

DANCEWEAR
For the ballet, tap, & tumbling combination class, the required attire is a black leotard, pink tights, pink ballet shoes, and black tap shoes. A ballet skirt may be worn, (optional). 

For the jazz, tap, & tumbling combination classes, the required attire is a black leotard, black or tan tights, jazz pants or shorts (optional); black jazz shoes and black tap shoes. 

Please provide a dance bag for the dancer’s shoes and belongings and label everything with first and last names.

Tap shoe ties never stayed tied! Please replace the ties with black elastic. (Place the elastic through the lace holes and secure in a knot for a snug fit). Your cooperation is greatly appreciated. Tying ten pairs of tap shoes takes time away from technique. : )

Long hair needs to be tied back with a SOFT pony tail holder. 

Because of the tumbling portion of the program please do not wear barrettes in the hair or place hair in a bun.

EXPENSES

Tuition rates are based on the entire September - May dance session. When you enroll in the program, you are enrolled for the full session and are eligible to receive the discounted tuition class rate of $ 55.00 per month. 

(Regular tuition rate per class (if you are not registered for the entire session) = 
$ 15.00/ $ 60.00 per month).

The actual number of classes received monthly will vary. The total discounted tuition for the session is divided into equal monthly payments. 
***$ 55.00 tuition is due every month of the session. ***
The final lesson/ rehearsal will be held on Wednesday, May 30.
