Dressing Room A
Things You Should Know For A Successful Show!  

· Get dressed in the Act One costume at home and apply a bright red lipstick, blush and eye shadow, (body glitter is also fine.) Please, no jewelry or panties! 

· Wear a cover-up over the costume (dad's big t-shirt or a robe). 

· Place the second costume, any accessories, dance shoes, make-up for touch-ups in a bag with the dancer's first and last name on the bag. Bring this with you to the recital. *Wear tennis shoes to the recital, not dance shoes. 

· Label all items, including costumes with the dancer's first and last name. 

· Refer to the map (on the web site) and arrive at Foster High School's Auditorium no later and not before 1:15 p.m. When you arrive at the auditorium, report to Dressing Room "A", follow the signs. 

· Please be aware that the auditorium doors will not open until 1:15 pm.

· Please, no males in the dressing rooms, girls are changing! 

· Be ready for Mrs. Lauri to line up the dancers in "Order of Performance", by 1:30 p.m. (cover-up off, dance shoes on and please visit the rest room!!!) 

· When the dancers are lined up in the order of performance, Mrs. Lauri will kindly ask the moms to leave the dressing room immediately and take their seats in the audience. Please exit promptly! 

· After your dancer has performed their first dance, you will need to come back to Dressing Room "A" immediately to change them into their Act Two dance costume. Please have them visit the restroom at this time. 

· Place a cover-up over this second costume and you may take your dancer out to the audience with you so that they may see some of the show. Please, no tap shoes in the audience! 

· Very important!!! When entering the auditorium at any time, please wait at the front entrance until the dance that is being performed on stage is over and the curtain is closed before taking your seats. Please, NO TAP SHOES IN THE AUDITORIUM. It is very distracting to the dancers on stage. Also, it interferes with the professional DVD being made. Your cooperation is greatly appreciated. 

· After Act One is finished, moms and dancers are to report to the dressing room at the beginning of the twenty-five minute intermission. This is the time that Mrs. Lauri will line up the dancers in order of performance, for the Act Two dances. Please note that this is not the time to take your dancer to the restroom, unless it's an emergency, or to dress them in their Act Two costume. Mrs. Lauri will need the entire twenty five minutes to line up the dancers. Please be ready at the beginning of the intermission (cover up off and dance shoes on). 

· When your dancer has finished their Act Two dance, please report to the dressing room to pick up your dancer and take them into the audience with you. (No cover up is needed; ballet or tennis shoes are fine). Once again, no tap shoes in the auditorium.
· We will have a finale at the end of the recital. When Mrs. Lauri comes out on stage to announce that all dancers should come up on the stage, guide your dancer to the ramps on either side of the stage. We will say good bye and curtsie for you. During this time you will have an opportunity to take photos. 

· Just in case this is your first dance recital experience, I would like to let you know that many parents give flowers to their dancers at the finale. Of course this is not required. I will be giving every dancer a small "gift" from Mrs. Lauri. 

· Just some kindly advice: Dance recitals are not an ideal place for very young children. The music is loud and the recital is two and a half to three hours long. Maybe a babysitter so you may enjoy the show? 

· I hope this experience with your dancers will stay in your hearts forever. 

· I believe that organization is the key to a successful recital! 

· It has been my experience that parents are usually more nervous than their dancers. Take a deep breath - it will be fine!
